5: Excellent-

Students show a consistent development of various tricks with different equipment, routines are memorized and covered necessary amount of tricks, movements flow in succession, feedback from evaluations show reinforcement, journals reflect enthusiasm, thought, and all entries are up to date
4: Good-

Students demonstrate a solid foundation of tricks, incorporate at least two different forms of equipment into routine, number of tricks necessary to requirements, movements have a general flow but with a break in the routine, journals are up to date
3: Satisfactory-

Students show a basic understanding and development of various tricks, equipment could show 1 or 2 forms, routine is not fully memorized, tricks have breaks in the flow, and journals are not complete of all assignments
2: Fair-

Students do not have required number of tricks in routine, equipment is only 1 piece of juggling examples, routine is not memorized or performed with a flow, students do not take the performance seriously, and journals are incomplete and not up to date
1: Poor-

Students do not perform a routine, routine is not recorded, evidence of skill knowledge is not present, and journals are incomplete and not up to date
